Children of all ages are welcomed and encouraged 

to participate fully in the service.  At the Church of 

the Advent, we believe that parents are best-

equipped to make decisions about their child’s pres-

ence during the service.  Books with spiritual and 

multi-cultural themes, soft toys, crayons and paper 

are available each week at church entrances to give 

children choices as they explore and discover God’s 

presence.  We also recognize that any child may ask 

to take a short break from worship from time to 

time.  A parent and child may feel free to leave the 

service, find a quiet corner, and return to worship 

when they are ready. 
 

If parents feel their child is not yet ready to attend 

an entire service, nursery care is provided year-

round for children from six weeks up to age four 

during the 9:30 AM family service and at the single 

9:00 Am service during the summer.
